5) The following are required during the resumption of Masses with the congregation.

- Please wear a face mask before you enter the church compound. Face masks should be
worn throughout the celebration of the Mass and should be worn properly covering both
the mouth and nose completely.

- Please sanitize your hands when entering and leaving the church.

- Please sit where you are assigned and maintain at least 1.5 to 2 meters of social
distance from others at all times while in the church.

- For now, Holy Communion will only be given in your hands.
