Catholic Church, including Archbishop Isao Kikuchi, SVD, who is currently
Archbishop of Tokyo and the former Bishop of Niigata. The Consistory will be
held on December 7 in Rome. Let us pray for Cardinal-elect Isao Kikuchi!
