1) Today, September 7, the first Sunday of September, is the World Day of Prayer for
the Care of Creation which is celebrated in Japan, and originally September 1 is the
beginning of the Season of Creation which has been designated by the Christian
denominations worldwide until October 4, the Feast Day of St. Francis of Assisi. The
Catholic Church in Japan has designated the same period as the Month of Protecting
All Life. Furthermore, it marks the 10" anniversary of Laudato Si’ the encyclical of
Pope Francis. In this season, let's pray and be aware of the care of creation in our
faith journey.
